So we need to come up with money for two judges. Need to look into getting sponsors for the classes. Curtis has tried to contact Sara Davis regarding the rules for ‘major show’ however he has not be contacted back yet. Not sure if will be giving working members a discount on the fee yet, still working this out.

NELE: Curtis- Sat May 9th is set-up day, plus what is left will be done on Thurs. Sat will be the sale and Sun will be the show. Looking to consign around 75 head with limited bucks. Auctioneer will be Pit Kemmer from TN. Commission will be 10% talked about possibly charging 12% with the remaining 2% coming back to the club. Goal is to bring in $40,000 worth. Bedding is still being looked into. Kim McKay passed out a letter regarding a desk reference the Expo is trying to get together. Motioned made by Linda for BGBM to buy a full page ad in the NELE desk reference for $125.00, 2nd by Leanne and accepted by all.

Old Business: Ag Show went well however there wasn’t much space, need to looking into this. Also mentioned was that our booth was on channel 6. Think ours display board needs to be done better, to have it more colorful, Regina has offered to do this for us, she does scrap booking. We will need a schedule made up for Expo and Windsor Fair for just 1-2 people at a time.
