Sale went well 73 sold at an average of 400.00, health of goats was much better highest selling doe went for 1300.00 to TX, buck was 850.00. 13 Registered buyers online with about 40-50 bids, had some issues with the internet and connection. Not a lot of goats stayed in Maine. Only 5 or 6 buy backs. Set up day went well goats had the biggest turn out with many non-members there to help. THANK YOU TO ALL, EXPECIALLY TO PAT & ERIC for all the help setting up. Pat was there for .  Very close money wise for expo to be able to pay bills. Didn’t have much sponsorship this year, also not much help overall with expo.

Old Business: Kids4kids have 12 goats and 11 given away with a total of 15 applications. 150.00 donation will be used to pay for registration of the goats. Have donated a total of 28 goats.

New Business: Fundraising will do another supper at Windsor. Fred Hoymer will be the judge at Skowhegan, Will get him to something education for both kids and adults Friday night then will have a BBQ, Cook out at 6:00 and Seminar at 7 or 7:30 will ask Donna and Judy if they will head this up. Fair pays for the judge so no money will need to come out of club for Skowhegan and the 2nd day of Windsor. Will need to come with money for 1st day of Windsor between the amount of 800-1200. Entry fee will be 5.00 each show, if showing more the 10 goats the fee will be 2.50 per goat. Should make phones calls to get more people from Maine to show.
